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3.6 Channel Scan
Channel scan performs a search for active signals in a
continuous loop from channels 1 to 8. This allows you to find
other radios without having to manually change to each channel.

b. When an active signal (one of the 8 channels) is detected,

3.7.2 TX Power High/Low setting

4. Auxiliary Features

4.1 Power Saving

4.2 Low Battery Indicator
The PMR can detect when the battery charge level gets low.
